If you sched-
ule a program, you should plan additional time (at least an hour) for your 
group to explore the exhibits. Visits may be scheduled between 9:00 a.m. and 
the 5:00 p.m. closing time. The Nature Trail is closed at 4:00 p.m. Willow-
brook is open every day except the following: Easter Sunday, Memorial Day, 
4th of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving and the day after, Christmas Eve, 
Christmas Day, and New Year’s Day. 
 
Special Needs: We are wheelchair accessible and welcome visitors with special 
needs or disabilities. Please inform us of your group’s needs when you re-
serve your program. Chaperones are free. 
 
Picnicking: Is allowed at no extra charge. The covered shelter is available on a 
first-come, first-served basis. 
 
Clothing: Our outdoor animal exhibit trail is paved; however, clothing should 
be appropriate for the weather. Those using the Nature Trail should wear 
boots on muddy days.

In the following descriptions, the second 
price given represents the fee per program for additional programs sched-
uled on the same day (lower because there is no additional transportation 
time). Some of these programs can be offered as part of an on-site visit.
